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The Upham’s Corner Implementation process will build on goals established by the community and 
outlined in both Imagine Boston 2030 and the Upham’s Corner Station Area Plan of the Fairmount 
Indigo Planning Initiative. The Implementation process will focus on putting those plans into effect 
by developing strategic parcels in the neighborhood. This effort will be guided by a unique 
partnership between the City of Boston, the Boston Planning & Development Agency and the Dudley 
Street Neighborhood Initiative.
